The Vision

We propose that 15% of all thermal energy in the Midwest come from renewable energy
sources with 10% derived from sustainably produced biomass by 2025.

This shift in our
sources for thermal energy will produce extraordinary economic, social and environmental
benefits for the Midwest, which currently relies on fossil fuel for 97% of its thermal energy.
